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Music in the wedding ceremony is indispensable, ensuring flowing transitions from beginning to end.   Memories begin with music!





Prelude: It usually begins about 15 minutes before the start of the ceremony.


Seating the Mothers: The last people to be seated are the parents of the couple. 


Bridesmaid Procession: The procession includes flower girls and ring bearers.


Bridal Procession: For the bride and her escort(s).


Service Music:  For unity candle and/or presentation of the flowers.  There may be other music during the service, as in responses, alleluia, mass parts, etc. 


Recessional:  Begins after final words of the officiator, and continues until the seats are nearly empty.  It is best to have the receiving line some distance away from the seating area.
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
